Lifesaving Society and Red Cross Instructor awards; LSS Standard
First Aid, CPR-C; Bronze Cross or NLS.

They prevent accidents,
identify hazards and determine safe practices. Lifeguarding is a fun,
exciting and rewarding job. It carries an enormous responsibility,
which is why lifeguards take continuous training to ensure their
skills, knowledge and fitness remain sharp.
